When the night arrived, 
she and her young son found their seats near the front 
of the concert hall and eyed the majestic Steinway 
waiting on stage.

When eight o’clock arrived, the spotlights came on, the 
audience quieted, and only then did they notice the boy 
up on the bench, innocently picking out “Twinkle, 
Twinkle, Little Star.”
