After several days of Johnny doing both his and Sallyôs 
chores, finally he couldnôt stand it. He confessed to 
Grandma that heôd killed her duck. ñI know, Johnny. I 
was standing at the window and saw everything. 
Because I love you, I forgave you. I wondered how long 

you would let Sally make a slave of you.ò
