The words to that well known hymn go like this:

Romans 10:14-15 reads this way:  

14 How then shall they call on Him in whom they have not 
believed? And how shall they believe in Him of whom they 
have not heard? And how shall they hear without a preacher? 
15 And how shall they preach unless they are sent? As it is 
written:  “ How beautiful are the feet of those who preach the 

gospel of peace,[a]Who bring glad tidings of good things!” 

Question: How important is it on your agenda to 

bring good news to those around you?  

As you have family gatherings, are you concerned 
about those there who may not know Jesus? As 
you converse with neighbors, co-workers, and 
those you come in contact with frequently or 
occasionally, are you concerned about their 

eternity? 

Jesus’ number one mission here on earth was to 
seek and to save that which was lost. If that is true, 
and it is, should not that also be our number one 

priority?  

But, Bro. Phil, you just don’t understand, I’m shy, 
I’m scared of what they may say, or what they may 

ask. I’m not one with the gift of an evangelist.  

Jesus’ great commission for us is found in Matthew 

28:18-20:
