“My”: Until you make Him your Shepherd you cannot 
possibly benefit the way He wants you to benefit. Is He 
personally yours? Do you talk with Him daily? Do you 
go to Him for guidance? Make Him Your Shepherd! 
 
“Shepherd”: One who provides totally for His sheep; 
one who will die for his sheep; He knows them by name 
and they follow Him. 
 
“Shall Not Want”: When you make Him your Shepherd, 
your desires become His desires, His desires become 
your desires, thus you no longer want for anything.
