Luke 19:1-5 begins the interesting story of Zacchaeus 
and Jesus. Look at these verses and think with me for a 
few moments about the significance in them for us 

today:  

First of all, we find here a very rich man. However, even 
though he had worldly riches it did not satisfy the 

emptiness we have without God.  

Also, we understand that Zacchaeus attempted to 
position himself in the path of Jesus so that when He 
passed by he could see Him. We know Jesus is 
everywhere. However, it seems that when people come 
to an assembly of believers and the truth of God is 
proclaimed, they are where Jesus passes by.  That is 
why it is so very important for us to invite the lost to 

come to worship services or Bible studies with us.  

Also we find in these verses the extent people will go to 
in order to see Jesus. The crowd was great, Zacchaeus 
was small. So, Zacchaeus climbed up in a tree in order 

to see Him. We need to go to all lengths to bring 
people face to face with Jesus. Then Jesus will 

speak their name and invite Himself to fellowship with 
them.
