Question: What does it mean to be rich? If you ask 
different people in different circumstances of life, in 
different social circles, or in different parts of the world 
you would surely get a variety of answers. And another 
very important question: What can these ñrichesò do for 

you, or maybe more importantly to you? 

In Success, Motivation and the Scriptures William H. 
Cook describes a meeting in 1923 of a group of 
business tycoons. Together these men controlled 
unthinkable sums of wealth, and for years the media 
had trumpeted their success stories. On this day in 
Chicago they assembled to enjoy their mutual success. 
Dr. Cook relays what happened to these men in the 

years that followed. 

     Charles Schwab, the president of the largest 
independent steel company, lived on borrowed money 
the last five years of his life and died penniless. 

Richard Whitney, the president of the New York Stock 
Exchange, served time in Sing Sing Prison. 

Albert Fall, a former member of the Presidentôs Cabinet, 
was pardoned from prison so he could die at home. 
                                         
Jesse Livermore, the greatest bear on Wall Street, 
committed suicide.  

Leon Fraser, the president of the Bank of International 
Settlement, committed suicide.   

Ivan Krueger, head of the worldô greatest monopoly, 
committed suicide.  

The success they celebrated proved illusory.  

Truth is, many people spend their entire lives chasing 
that pot of gold at the end of the rainbow while at the 
same time missing out on what really matters (see 

Matthew 6:24-33 with great emphasis on verse 33).

So, back to our original question: What does it mean 

to be rich? Look at some passages in Godôs Word: 

ðPhilippians 4:19: ñMy God shall supply all your 
needéò 

ðEphesians 1:3: ñGod has blessed us with every 
spiritual blessing in Heavenly places in Christéò 

ðEphesians 3:8: ñ...the unsearchable riches of 
Christéò 

ðProverbs speaks of riches coming when we: 

¶ Honor God with what we have (3:9-10) 

¶ Find Godly wisdom and understanding      
 (3:13-16) 

¶ We are righteous (3:33-34; 10:3) 

¶ When we give freely (11:24-25). 

The key to all this is that worldly riches donôt com-
pare to eternal riches (see Luke 12:13-21). Mat-
thew 6:33 is our key verse: ñSeek first the king-
dom of God and His righteousness and all these 
things (what we need) will be added to you.ò 
Keep your eyes and priorities focused on eternity, 
not on the temporary (2 Corinthians 4:16-18; 
James 1:9-11). Are your priorities focused cor-

rectly?
