According to Bill Jauss and Steve Rosenbloom in the 
Chicago Tribune, on July 19, 1996, Chad Kreuter, a 
reserve catcher for the Chicago White Sox, severely 
dislocated and fractured his left shoulder on a play at 
home. He underwent surgery, and the Sox placed him 
on the sixty-day disabled list. Thatôs the kind of thing 
that makes a backup palyer feel even less like a part of 
the team. 

But quite the opposite happened. Apparently Chadôs 
teammates had a strong liking for him; each player put 
Chadôs number 12 on his ball cap to show support. 
Chad was a member of the team whether he played or 
not. 

As you can imagine, that meant a lot to Chad. Later in 
the season when he was able to suit up again, he 
showed his appreciation by, you guessed it, putting the 
numbers of each of his teammates on his ball camp. 

All devoted to one. One devoted to all. That is what 
makes a team, and that is what makes the community 
of Christ.  

If you watch team sporting events you can quickly 
understand that without teamwork a team can never be 
successful. They may have superstars, they may be 
favored, and to most it may appear they are favorites to 
win a national championship or a world title. But, 
without cooperation and teamwork the end result will 
almost always be defeat! 

Isnôt that what Godôs Word relates to us in 1 Corinthians 
12:14-18, 24-27: 

14 For in fact the body is not one member but many.  
15 If the foot should say, ñBecause I am not a hand, I 
am not of the body,ò is it therefore not of the body? 16 
And if the ear should say, ñBecause I am not an eye, I 
am not of the body,ò is it therefore not of the body? 17 
If the whole body were an eye, where would be the 
hearing? If the whole were hearing, where would be 
the smelling? 18 But now God has set the members, 
each one of them, in the body just as He pleased. 

But God 
composed the body, having given greater honor to 
that part which lacks it, 25 that there should be no
