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Take an imaginary trip with me for a few moments just 
simply to illustrate the environment we should place 
ourselves in as Christians. Imagine you are enjoying 
vacation. You have a room on the beach, overlooking 
the beautiful white sand, the gorgeous sunrises, and the 
fabulous blue water. Sitting in your room on the table is 
a fish bowl. Inside that bowl is a small goldfish.  
 
Each day you go out on the beach before sun-up to 
watch as the sun rises beautifully over the ocean 
waters. Then, periodically during the day you swim, 
wade, and just enjoy the activities on the beach. Before 
long, though, you begin to feel sorry for little “Goldie”. 
After all, why should he miss out on all the fun things 
you are so much enjoying? So to make up for this 
injustice you promise him that tomorrow he will be given 
the same luxuries you have been enjoying. 
 
The next day you take little “Goldie” from the confines of 
his bowl, wrap him up in a towel, and take him with you 
to enjoy all the luxuries of the beach. As you arrive on 
the beach, you take little “Goldie” out of the towel, lay 
him out on the sand, and rejoice with him as he basks 
in the sun! “Isn’t this just the greatest, Goldie?” 
 
Can anything be more ridiculous? Being in the sun on 
the sand is the last place a goldfish ought to be! He was 
never intended to be in that environment.  
 
And yet, we as Christians often place ourselves in 
“worldly” environments we were never intended to be. 
What about you? The bible says in Hebrews 10:24-25: 
 
And let us consider one another in order to stir up love and 
good works, not forsaking the assembling of ourselves 
together, as is the manner of some, but exhorting one 
another, and so much the more as you see the Day 
approaching.
