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On Sunday December 22, 1996, Carnell Taylor was
working on a paving crew repairing the Interstate 64
bridge over the Elizabeth River in Virginia. The road
was icy; suddenly a pickup truck slid out of control and
struck Taylor, knocking him off the bridge and into the
cold, icy waters below. He fell seventy feet into the cold
waters below. His pelvis and several bones in his face
were broken.

Joseph Brisson, the captain of a barge passing by at
that moment, saw Taylor fall into the frigid waters. He
knew he had to make a sudden life or death decision.
He knew Taylor would drown before he and his crew
could launch their small boat and get to him. However,
he also knew the danger of him jumping into the cold,
swift waters below. It was only three days to Christmas
and Brisson had a family to think of.

However, he decided to jump in and risk his life to save
a stranger in distress. As he grabbed Taylor he said,
“Don’t worry, buddy, | got you.” The current was too
swift for them to swim to safety. Brisson’s hands slipped
loose so he wrapped his legs around Taylor until finally
his crew arrived and pulled both men to safety.

Brisson later told the Associated Press he knew what
he had to do when he saw the man fall to what could
possibly be his death. Brisson said: ‘I have a family and
| certainly had to think about that. But | also thought
about how precious life is. I'm a Christian man, and not
knowing anything about the man | knew I had to do all |
could to save his life.”

Doesn't that exhibit for us how important each and
every person should be? After all, isn't that what John
3:16 says, “For God so loved that He gave....”

There are people around us every day, although
not in cold, dangerous waters, who still need some-
one to “jump in” and save them from an eternity in
hell!
