The Chicago Tribune reported that on Friday, August 
16, 1996 a  group of nine children and three adults were 
enjoying the animals at the zoo in Chicago. They 
walked up to a large gorilla pit where seven lowland 
gorillas lived in an environment similar to the wild. 
Suddenly, one of the three year old boys climbed the 
fence and fell some 24 feet to the bottom of the pit. He 
hit his head on the way down and lay motionless on the 
floor of the gorilla pit.  
 
One gorilla, Binti-Jua, quickly moved toward the 
motionless little boy. Then the gorilla reached down with 
one arm and picked the little boy up as her own baby 
gorilla rested on her back. She then began to carry the 
little boy some 40 feet to the door where the 
zookeepers would enter. Suddenly, one of the other 
gorillas moved toward her and the boy, but Binti-Jua 
turned away and shielded the boy. 
 
The boy was rescued, rushed to the hospital in critical 
condition, but eventually made a full recovery. Think 
about it, Binti-Jua saved the boy’s life rather than 
mauling him to death.  
 
Like Binti-Jua, many things in our lives are used by God 
to rescue us rather than harm us. Our God is a God of 
surprising outcomes, One Who promises that all things 
are possible through Him!  
 
In just 12 days we will celebrate the one greatest 
rescue of all. That time when Jesus Christ came as God 
with us, to rescue us from the very pit of hell itself. 
There we lay, motionless, helpless, but God sent His 
only begotten Son to die for my sins that I may live for 
Him!
