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It has been said that “the good is our enemy of the 

best.” In other words, our pursuit of “good’ things 

can hinder us from doing the best thing. It can also 

delay or hinder our obedience to God. 

Someone may ask you to do a specific task for 

them When questioned about the results, you may 

tell them about all the good things you have done. 

Or you may tell them how busy you’ve been. Or 

that you just simply forgot. But they don’t want to 

her that because those things are not what you 

were asked to do.  

God is like that! He simply wants our best. He 

wants us to accomplish those things He asks of us 

and that He guides us to. Often I believe I can hear 

Him say, “But what about the thing I asked you to 

do?” 

If you read God’s account of Mary and Martha as 

recorded in God’s Word in Luke 10:38-42, you will 

discover that very fact. Martha was busy doing 

good things while Mary was sitting at the very feet 

of Jesus. Worship of the Lord is at the very heart of 

our Christian faith. Mary of Bethany is found three 

times in Scripture, always at the feet of Jesus!  

Martha was busy doing the good things. Jesus was 

on the way to the Cross. It appears that Mary got it 

while many others didn’t. Many times we go about
