What does that mean for us? Simply this: There 
will be times when what we want, and many times 
we strongly feel we deserve, is stalemated by the 
realities of life. However, that does not mean we 
should turn back or abandon our dreams, even for 
a moment. For you see, Romans 8 proclaims that 
God is a God who comes into the midst of all 
things to bring about good. He is the God who will 
never separate us from His love. He is the God 
who is never powerless to intervene in our lives to 

bring about the calmness and peace we seek. 

In other words, God is constantly saying to us: 
ñTrust Me! Love Me! Obey Me! Believe Me! I have 
you in the palm of My hand and nothing can 
separate you from My love!ò I donôt know about 
you, but nothing on this earth can give calmness to 

me like those promises from God!
