on His presence, walk by patience, lift by prayer,
and labor by power.

“‘l won't give up, shut up, let up, until | have
stayed up, stored up, prayed up, paid up,
preached up for the cause of Christ. | am a disci-
ple of Jesus. | must go till He comes, give till |
drop, preach till all know, and work till He stops
me. And when He comes for His own, He will
have no problem recognizing me—my banner
will be clear!”
