Hollis Conway tried out for several 

sports teams in school. “The football 

coach didn’t even give me a chance,” he said. “With 

the basketball team I got cut.” But when he tried out 

for track, Hollis found his niche—the high jump. He 

improved year by year; and in 1988, he was in the 

Olympics. He won the Silver Medal in Seoul and the 

Bronze Medal in Barcelona in 1992.  

In 1995, Hollis headed back to Europe to com-

pete again, but at the first meet, he ruptured his knee. 

“The Lord must be trying to 

tell me something,” he said. 

He rededicated his life to 

Christ and hoped to recover 

his career. But at the 1996 

Olympics in Atlanta, he 

failed to make the team. 

Why was God side-lining 

his career? “I realized that 

the Lord was preparing me 

to be a witness to young athletes,” he said. Today, 

Hollis works for the Fellowship of Christian Ath-

letes. His experiences, both good and bad, have 

equipped him to minister to young people in a unique 

way. He knows, as we all must learn, that God uses 

both the thrill of victory and the agony of defeat to 

prepare us to help others. 

Fact is, God wants to use each one of us in the 

position He has equipped us for. That is what “Get In 

The Game” is all about.
