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I have been disappointed on many 

occasions when looking at a pecan tree, a 
plum tree or a peach tree and found very 
beautiful green leaves, plenty of fully 
developed limbs, but not fruit.  There is 
nothing quite as pathetic as a fruitless 
tree, unless, of course, it is a fruitless 
Christian.  And very close behind would 
be a fruitless family, a fruitless church or 
a fruitless nation.  You see, fruit on a tree 
is sign of life, vitality and reproduction.  
But take away the fruit and you are left 
with a tree that is good for firewood and 
very little else, why?  Because it is not 
producing the very thing for which it was 
planted. 

You remember the barren fig tree that 
Jesus cursed in Mark 11?  It was a 
symbol of the “fruitlessness” of the 
Temple He would later cleanse.  Why?  
Because their worship was fruitless!  Do 
you know a church like that?  More 
importantly are you in some way like 
that?  Do you, at least at times, have that 
beautiful “leafy” exterior or “religious” 
look or “religious” talk while concealing 
a deep, inner lack of fruitfulness in your 
walk with God? 

John 15:8 says this: 
By this My Father is glorified, that 
you bear much fruit; so you will be 
My disciples. 

Are you a disciple (follower) of Jesus?  
Do you bear fruit?  

Don’t allow barrenness to be the 
norm in your Christian life.  For trees, 
and Christians, it is just not normal.  As 
Christians, I believe we should have 
daily quiet times with the Lord.  This 
provides us opportunities of fellowship 
and closeness with God.  But I believe 
that we can learn well together about 
God’s Word.  Are you missing these 
opportunities of studying God’s Word 
with us? 

We bear fruit as Christians in two 
ways.  We are “fruit-bearers” when we 
allow the Holy Spirit to naturally grow 
the Fruit of the Spirit in us (Galatians 
5:22-23).  We also become “fruit-
bearers” when we lead others to Christ.  
Won’t you come and join us regularly in 
services, Bible Study and our GROW 
outreach ministry to better help you to 
become “fruit-bearers” for the Lord?  
Don’t be a useless, non-fruitful Christian.  
That is actually a statement that should 
not be made because a Christian should 
be a fruit-bearer (John 15:8).
